Throughout the life of the floor, we recommend that the temperature
should be maintained between 15°C and 25°C, and relative humidity
levels between 45% and 65%, which will keep any movement within the
floor to a minimum and ensure that the floor remains stable. As with any
wooden floor, if humidity levels rise or fall outside of these parameters, a
greater degree of shrinkage or expansion would be expected to occur.

To maintain
these humidity levels, we would recommend using a humidifier/dehumidifier. Our guarantee is subject to your room conditions being maintained in
accordance with British Standards current recommendations.
